Animal Science Graduate Enroliment

This is our first newsletter about graduate enrollment. We chose Animal Sciences as our first graduate
discipline to study because of its importance to Colleges of Agriculture. Enroliment has been subdivided
into masters and doctoral enrollment in the charts below; there are differences between these two
degrees in enrollment, gender, and ethnicity.

Highlights:

* Both masters and doctoral enroliments are declining.

*73% of master's students are Caucasian, US citizens.

*53% of doctoral students are Caucasian, US citizens; 38% are non US citizens.

* Master's students are primarily female (59%) while doctoral students are primarily male (55%).
