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Tips for Creating Reports
With Report Builder

Learn how to create an enrollment report that looks at gender and ethnicity of
students enrolled in Bachelors degree programs in the area of agricultural
business for all FAEIS partnering institutions from 2007- 2009.

STEP 1: Login into the FAEIS Report Builder
e  Go to the FAEIS web site at http://faeis.usda.gov and click “Enter the FAEIS
Website.”
e  Click on “Report Builder” link at top of page.
e  Enterin your FAEIS ID and password and click “Login.”
e If you do not have a FAEIS ID, contact the FAEIS Help Desk at fagis@vt.edu. Specia“zed FAEIS Reports

STEP 2: Set criteria for the report
e  Click the blue button beside “Layout.”
